Dear Parents/Carers, 

Welcome back to the start of the new year and a particular welcome to our new families and children in 

Reception and across the school.  It was great to see the children back in school on Tuesday, refreshed and 

ready to learn.

Start of the School Day 

KS2 - 8.45a.m. to 3.10p.m.  

Reception and KS1 - 8.50 am to 3.05 pm. 

The playground gate opens at 8.35 am - KS2 classrooms are open from this time and KS1 classrooms are open 

from 8.40 am, children should go to their classrooms where their teacher will greet them. 
 

Children need to be in their classrooms by this time and not walking up the drive as arrival after this time will 

be marked as a late. Children who arrive 10 minutes after the start of the school day will be marked as an 

unauthorised absence.  Feedback from the parent questionnaire (and local residents) identified some parents 

blocking the bottom of the driveway before and after school, as the gate will open for entry to the playground 

at 8.35am and 3pm; we would ask that you do not arrive too soon before this time.  

Contacting staff- Parent consultations for Years 3 – 6 will take place on Thursday 18th October. Consultations 

for Reception – Year 2 will take place after school during the weeks of 8th and 15th October. Staff are always 

happy to meet with parents should you have any concerns or queries. They are not available immediately 

before school but are available most days after school except Wednesdays.  If your query is a quick one they 

can normally see you there and then but if you need a longer time please make an appointment via the school 

office.  Staff can also be contacted via email, please see staff list on page 2, and staff will reply to you within 

three of their working days. 

Play Place – The after school club run by Play Place in the Activity Hall, from the end of the school day until 

6pm, currently have vacancies for children from Reception to Year 6.  They are Ofsted registered, have flexible 

sessions with themed and specialist activities.

Walking Home Alone – We would like to clarify our school policy on children walking to and from school alone. 
When the children get to Year 6 they may walk to and from school alone. For children in other year groups we 
recommend that they are taken and collected by an adult.  However if for any reason your child is coming to or 
from school alone please let us know.  As you know we do not let children in years R to 5 leave the playground 
unless we know an adult is there to collect them.  If your child does walk alone we recommend that you put a 
Safety Plan in place with them for crossing the road, behaving sensibly and knowing what to do if something 
happens on the way home.
